The Treasurer’s Reports for July 2016 and August 2016 were corrected and posted to the BLP
Google Group in the wee hours of Sunday August 28th.
Petal noted that he sold $100 of Pins, the payment for which has not yet been remitted to BLP
Marths’s Pantry was the designated charity for the 2016 Leather Bingo 2016, but the payout has
not yet been determined (Treasurer needs to clarify an item before final payout can be
determined).
Stormy made a motion to accept both the August 2016 Treasurer’s Report and the
Amended/Corrected Treasurer’s Report for July 2016. Justin seconded the motion. All of the
board members were present, and all of the board members voted in favor of accepting the
minutes, with the exception of Bill who abstained on this motion. There were no votes against the
motion, and only the one vote of abstention. The motion to formally accept both the July 2016 and
the August 2016 Treasurer’s Reports was passed. MOTION PASSED

THERE WERE NO TITLEHOLDERS REPORTS for this August board meeting since we have NEW
titleholders.

OLD BUSINESS:

Oregon Leather Pride - Looking at the results of OLP Week 2016:
LEATHER BINGO: We need to correct the payout amount for Martha’s Pantry. Not all of the
deposits were made at the same time.
RECLAIMING OUR LEATHER HISTORY: The designated charity was Leather Archives & Museum
of Chicago. We raised XXX dollars for the Leather Archives & Museum at this

event.

LEATHER FAMILY BARBECUE - Great turnout. The weather was perfect. No difficulties of any

kind.

COMBINED EXPENSES FOR OREGON LEATHER PRIDE- (Justin) We need to adjust our total
payment to the OLP committee, since 6 of our events were actually run by BLP (2 of which were
late additions, listed under the individual’s names, but in reality these two events were sponsored
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by BLP. Total for BLP’s six events comes to $162.72 instead of the previously listed costs of
$108.48 (for 4 events). OLP expects each participating organization to pay their respective costs
by in mid- September.

LEATHER VEGAS - (Justin) We were successful again! $1,268 in gross proceeds raised in 2016
compared to about $1,000 last year.

We did not get to auction off all of “Live Auction items” during the Leather Vegas night.

CONTEST NIGHT (Justin): Normal procedures were altered a bit on stage towards the end of the
contest night. BLP did not bring all of the candidates on stage towards the end of the contest
before announcing the winner. Contest attendance was a bit smaller than last year.

BAR OPERATIONS DURING THE CONTEST (Micky) Someone from BLP needs to talk with Embers
about better coordination of the wait staff bussing food & beverages to the judges. It seems that
the bar’s staff were unaware that BLP had designated runners in advance to take care of this
chore, to minimize disruptions to the judges during the contest.

CONTEST PROGRAM (Justin) Our program had 16.5 pages of ads, yielding us $2,150 (before
deducting credit card processing fees). All of program ads were paid in full before today’s board
meeting! There was one snafu with one advertiser. Nathan from Seattle submitted a % page ad
for SEA-PAH. Unfortunately the ad got lost.

Board members suggested offering SEA-PAH a refund of their money, and also offered to give SEA-
PAH the same size % page ad in the 2017 contest program FOR FREE to make up for our error.
Bill offered to craft a written letter of apology to SEA-PAH.

Bill made a motion for BLP to send an official letter of apology to SEA-PAH explaining what went
wrong, offering to return the cost of the ad back to SEA-PAH, and also offering to extend to them a
courtesy Y4 page ad in the 2017 program guide for the Oregon State Leather Contests. Gary
seconded this motion. All of the board members were present. All of the board members voted in
favor of this motion to apologize to SEA-PAH and to extend our offer of a do-over, for a %4 page ad
for free in the 20 17 program book for the OSL contests. There were no votes cast in opposition,
and no abstentions. MOTION PASSED

Justin discussed what happened that led to the fuzzy image quality of the photos & artwork in the
OSL program booklets.

COMPLIMENTARY FEE WAIVER FOR BLP’s PREVIOUS TITLEHOLDERS: Bill discussed what
happened, and how he erred by charging the regular OSL door fee of $10 to BLP’s previous
titleholders. Several titleholders had already arrived and paid the full entry fee before one
previous titleholder questioned the change of policy. Although the error was caught and reversed
within 15 minutes, the disgruntled former titleholder was still quite concerned as to how such an
error was able to develop. Bill walked around Embers, seeking out each former BLP titleholder
that same hour, trying to give back each $10 fee that was paid at the door earlier in the evening.
Bill was able to speak with and apologize to all of those titleholders who arrived early. BLP’s
board members sincerely regret the error made by asking our own titleholders to pay an
admission fee, when BLP has not altered its long standing policy of waiving the admission charge
at OSL’s contests for our own former titleholders. BLP sincerely regrets the inconvenience. All of
the early bird titleholders who paid the fee accepted Bill’s personal apology that same evening.
CONTEST EMCEE: All of BLP’s board members, titleholders & visitors actively joined in a lively
and thorough discussion about the questionable banter delivered by the emcee at the Friday night
Leather Vegas and at the Saturday night contest.

Everyone present at the August board meeting discussed how they found out about the concerns
posted by a Portlander on Friday night on his personal Facebook page. Each person came across
the comments at different times during the OSL contest weekend. Each person discussed their
individual reactions, and timelines of hearing the questionable banter by our emcee, and their
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reactions to the emcee’s delivery, as well as the timelines & content of the discussions on
Facebook.

e Bill, Stormy and Gary discussed that they attended a one hour meeting on August 15t at Bill’s
house, along with Sean David Bug where the discussions centered around Karen Ultra’s
uncomfortable jokes and banter. The attendees at that August 15t meeting discussed various
ways that BLP could respond to concerns raised on Friday and Saturday night during OSL

e Within the next 24 hours after the meeting at Bill’s house, all of BLP’s board members kept in
touch via phone, email and text messaging, while drafting a public statement that could be posted
to BLP’s official Facebook page.

e After various drafts were passed around, the following text received approval from all of BLP’s
board members, and was posted to Facebook at 9:36pm on August 16, 2016:

The entire Boaraf Directors of Blackout Leather Productions offers our sincere apologies to anyone hurt or
offended by comments made during the Oregon State Leather contest weekend. We can assure you there
was no conscious or malicious attempt to hurt, slight, or offangtone or any segment of our audience and

the community. We recognize that in spite of that, people were hurt by comments that were received as
transphobic and racist and wish to humbly apologize to anyadinthat took offense and to promise that
Blackait Leather Productions will do everything in its power to do better in the future and learn from this
experience to ensure it does not get repeated. Our meetings are open to the public and we invite you to
come sit in on meetings to see the work going oravoid this from happening again.

e SUNDAY BRUNCH everything went fine with the brunch at the Marriott.

e ROSE & THORN AWARDS - Two of the recipients were unable to attend in person. Gary contacted
both of them the next day. They both received their awards by August 19th. The brunch
attendees knocked it out of the park with their applause as each winner’s story was read out loud.

Mr. Friendly Project -- Team Friendly Training:

e (Justin) discussed what is BLP’s role with the Mr. Friendly Project. Bill noted that BLP’s interest in
Mr. Friendly stems from a conversation at Drummer North America in Las Vegas. It appears that
the Team Friendly project in Portland is more likely to move forward as a personal project of
several individuals, rather than being an official project of BLP.

Google Groups in lieu of Yahoo Group

¢ Justin noted that all files from 2015 forward that were originally located in our Yahoo Group are
now comfortably in place at Google Groups. It was suggested that BLP retain the free access to the
Yahoo Group solely for the purpose of private Board Members conversations.

e New Titleholders have been added to the Google Group, and been granted access to the Google
Documents.

Update on Bolivia Carmichael’s Family Feud game

¢ Bolivia has now proposed running this as a one night event, rather than an ongoing event. She has
not yet settled on a date for this one time only game night.

Word Press & Website Update
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Justin noted that all of BLP’s web pages have been successfully moved over to the new website
management software after receiving manual assistance from a GoDaddy employee under our 3
year contract (“Managed WordPress Hosting” contract that we authorized at a previous BLP board
meeting). Clearly, this was an expenditure that was well worth it, in terms of eliminating repeated
headaches from our web pages. This transition problem was also experienced by thousands of
Word Press clients across the country!

Justin has finished updating all of the 2016 OSL Contest mention in our website with photos & text
about our new titleholders and our Rose & Thorn award winners.

Justin wants BLP to extend a big thank you to Connor Sathre for the excellent photographs that he
took during OSL weekend. And also thanks to Connor for offering BLP use of his photographs at
no charge! Justin suggested that BLP could appoint Connor as our “official photographer” for
future events, so that our kudos will help to earn some recognition for his excellent work.

NEW BUSINESS:

IMPERIAL SOVEREIGN ROSE COURT OF PORTLAND'’s CORONATION TICKET INFO

The date for the mandatory appearance by OSL titleholders at the ISRC Coronation has been set
for the night of Saturday, October 22nd, BLP will cover the cost of one ticket for each of our 2
titleholders. Board members are also encouraged to attend, but they will have to pay full price for
those tickets. Ticket price is set at $65 per person. Since the ISRC is no longer accepting payments
via personal check, but will accept checks drawn on corporate or nonprofit accounts, BLP’s
treasurer offered to centralize ticket purchase for BLP’s board members, or for friends/guests of
our 2 new titleholders. Cost will be $65 per person.

CONTEST SCORES TO READ INTO THE MINUTE

Justin noted that each contestant had to receive a minimum of 4,200 points in order to be
considered in the running as a potential titleholder. The person scoring the highest amount of
points in excess of 4,200 points would be crowned as the winner for each respective contest.
Contestant #1 for Mr. Oregon State Leather: Vincent received 3,343 points.

Contestant #2 for Mr. Oregon State Leather: Lucky received 5,223 points.

Contestant #1 for Oregon State Bootblack: Connor received 4,604 points.

Contestant #2 for Oregon State Bootblack: Eric received 5,249 points.

Contestant #1 for Oregon State Pup: Jacen received 2,819 points.

There were no contestants competing for Ms. Oregon State Leather.

Therefore, Lucky was crowned as the winner of the Mr. Oregon State Leather 2016 title, Eric was
crowned as the winner of the Oregon State Bootblack 2016 title.

The positions of Ms. Oregon State Leather 2016 and Oregon State Pup 2016 were not awarded to
anyone.

NEW TITLEHOLDERS ORIENTATION (discussion led by Justin)

Copy of the event proposal form + Copy of the expense reimbursement form.

Discussed the need for a copy of the 501-c-3 designation for each titleholder’s charity.
Explained how the 10% allocation for BLP is computed after deducting any direct out of pocket
expenses for each fund raising event.

We think that we have cleaned up the wording for the arbitration clause on the Dispute section,
and the wording about the Bootblack’s acceptance of tips.
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e Stormy made a motion to amend the wording of the “Disputes” section of the Titleholder’s
Contract for 2016. Justin seconded the motion. All of the board members were present, and all of
the board members voted in favor of the new modified wording of the Disputes section. There
were no votes cast against the motion, and no one abstained. MOTION PASSED to adjust the
wording of the Dispute section.

Disputes: Any and all claims or disputes arising under or relating to this Titleholders Contract should be
settled by arbitrationin the State of Oregon or another location mutually agreeable to the parties. The
arbitration shall be conducted on a confidential basis pursuant to the Commercial Arbitration Rules of the
American Arbitration Association, or its successors. Any deasiaward as a result of any such arbitration
proceeding shall be in writing and shall provide an explanation of all conclusions of law and fact and shall
include the assessment of costs, expenses, and reasonable attorney fees. Any such arbitratibe shall
conducted by an arbitrator experienced in Nonprofit or Charitable Organizations and shall include a written
record of the arbitration hearing. The parties reserve the right to object to any individual arbitrator who is
currently employed by or affiliad with a competing organization or entity. An award of arbitration may be
confirmed or disputed in a court of competent jurisdiction

e Stormy made a motion to amend the wording of the “No Personal Benefits” section of the
Titleholder’s Contract for 2016 to allow the Bootblack to accept tips. Justin seconded the motion.
All of the board members were present, and all of the board members voted in favor of the new
modified wording of the No Personal Benefits section. There were no votes cast against the
motion, and no one abstained. MOTION PASSED to adjust the wording of the No Personal Benefits
section, thereby allowing the Bootblack to accept tips for bootblacking.

No Personal BenefitBLP' s titl es of Mr . Oregon State Leather
Bootblack, and Oregon State Puppy cannot be used in the promotion of any event where a titleholder is
monetarily compensated; with the provision that bootblacking tips earbgdhe Oregon State Bootblack are
exempt . BLP's Titles are not to be us dudancialgan di r e
with the exception of tips earned by the Oregon State Bootblack; cannot be used to promectghadtable

evens t hat have not been authorized by BLP's Boar d,
candidate for political office

PLASTIC LOCKBOXES FOR FUND RAISING PROJECTS

¢ Justin noted that the plastic lockboxes which were used by our titleholders have gotten banged up
over time. We might need to purchase new ones with a different style lock to better handle
normal wear & tear. Justin made a motion to purchase up to 2 new plastic lockboxes & locks, for a
total cost not to exceed $100. Stormy seconded the motion. All of the board members were
present. All of the board members voted in favor of authorizing the expense. There were no votes
cast against the motion, and no one abstained. MOTION PASSED to authorize spending up to $100
to purchase up to 2 new lockboxes for titleholder’s use with fund raising projects.

CHANGE OF BOARD MEMBERSHIP:

e Justin reminded folks that as per Tobin’s letter at the beginning of 2016, Tobin stepped down from
BLP in two phases - first stepping down from the President’s position, and then at the close of
Oregon Leather Pride 2016, Tobin stepped down from BLP’s board, and is no longer a member of
BLP’s board of directors. Board members thanked Tobin for 10 years of service on BLP’s board, in
addition to a distinguished reign as one of our former titleholders who represented us at national
and international events. Board members wished Tobin well, as free time can now be relished on
the Third Sunday of each month!
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Board members asked the former titleholders who were present as guests if any of them might be
interested in joining BLP’s board. Both Petal & Micky jumped up to volunteer their time as BLP
board members. Gary noted that in light of their recent attendance at more than half of BLP’s
board meetings over the past 12 months, both Petal & Micky have exceeded the meeting
attendance requirements, and can be immediately inducted as directors, subject to a vote by the 4
existing board members. Justin made a motion to invite, accept and induct both Petal and Micky
as board members at large onto BLP’s Board of Directors. Gary heartily seconded the motion. All
of the board members were in attendance. All of the board members voted in favor of adding
Micky & Petal as our newest board members. There were no votes cast against the motion, and no
one abstained. MOTION PASSED. Therefore the motion to invite, accept and induct Micky and
Petal to BLP’s board of directors was approved!

From now on, BLP has 6 board members, and therefore our quorum requirements have been
raised to THREE as the number of board members needed to conduct official BLP business.

DISCLOSURE STATEMENT UPDATES for all BLP Board Members

Not only are our 2 new board members required to fill out Disclosure Statement about potential
conflicts of interest, but Gary noted we forgot to hand out these forms annually when we held our
elections earlier in 2016. All of BLP’s board members are required to update their personal
disclosure statement of potential conflicts of interest at least once each calendar year. So now is
as good a time as any, to hand the forms out to all 6 board members.

Please include mention of your employers, since that can also be a potential conflict of interest and
bring back your forms, filled out and signed at the September BLP board meeting.

QUESTION ABOUT PINS AVAILABLE FOR SALE

Both Micky & Petal have outstanding pins that they need to settle up. Justin noted that we have 2
different types of pins for sale. Funds for one style of pins goes into BLP’s general fund, while
proceeds from the other pins go into Titleholder Funds.

Micky inquired about possibly changing the design for a new batch of pins, and asked how the
proceeds of those pins could be divided up. Board members suggested that Micky submit a
proposal, including the proposed artwork, and secure some bids for vendors that can produce
these pins in quantities that are reasonable for BLP. Then after we receive the proposal, look at
the costs, we can then discuss how the proceeds can be allocated.
