OLD BUSINESS:

Leather Pride - Planning for 2016:

LEATHER BINGO: Everything is in place.

LEATHER FAMILY BARBECUE - (Justin) We have not heard anything specific. So we will
volunteer to cover Condiments & Ice, with up to $25 from BLP. Justin made the motion to
authorize spending up to $25 cover the cost of condiments & bags of ice for the Leather
Family Barbecue. Tobin seconded the motion. All of the board members were present and
voted in favor of the motion. There were no negative votes and no abstentions. Therefore,
the motion to spend up to $25 for the barbecue was APPROVED.

COMBINED EXPENSES FOR OREGON LEATHER PRIDE- (Justin) BLP’s share of the costs for
the City of Portland park rental fee and brochure printing works out to a cost of $27.12 per
event. Since BLP is the sponsor of 4 events, our pro rate share of OLP’s expenses will be
$108.48. That payment will be due in mid- September.

LEATHER VEGAS - (Justin) we received more donations, including a rope package from
Twisted Monk. Billy & Jacob are also putting together some prize items from BDSM
Brewing. Stormy has 1 person lined up for Texas Holdem, and 1 for Five Card Stud. Bill has
2 volunteers lined up to set up the gifts, play money & gambling chips.

CONTEST JUDGES (Justin) are all lined up. Most of the photos & bios have arrived. Step
down letters are still needed from some of our existing titleholders. And we have sufficient
lead time before the OSL program book needs to be printed.

PROGRAM ADS - (Justin) We have already received some checks for several ads.

STAGE MANAGER (Justin) Don will be having surgery a few days before OSL Contest night.
He suggested that we turn to Michelle Harris to replace Don as Stage Manager. All of the
board members were present & consented to this change, in addition to wishing Don to get
well from his surgery. Stormy will contact Michelle confirming her new role as our stage
manager. Ryan Baehr has volunteered to assist our Stage Manager.

CONTEST MARKETING - Deadline for ads & payments is July 29th. Justin will put together
some teasers & inserts into BLP’s webpage and possibly on our Facebook page.

MOMENT OF SILENCE or MEMORIAL MOMENT - (Tobin) noted that Andy Mangels will put
together a page in the program for Jeff Landes and / or Tribute to Orlando FL. We will also
have a “moment of silence” during the OSL Contest night. Tobin also noted that we just lost
Devin this week who was a strong founding force behind Bad Girls.

BACK STAGE STAFFING - Justin will try getting a backup alternative lined up, since our
current runner has not yet received meaningful adjustment of his work schedule in
advance.

OPENING DANCE ON CONTEST NIGHT -- Tobin & Alycyn will coordinate this.

CONTEST WEEKEND LODGINGS - Due to food related events in Portland that weekend and
other major events, there is a lack of available discounted room rates at area hotels on OSL
Contest weekend! But we will try to line up rooms in advance for August 2017.

LEATHER PATCHES - Justin spoke to Cristy at Rock Ranch Embroidery in Sandy, OR. They
have lined up sufficient quantities for leather from the Oregon Leather store for the
necessary sizes & colors of leather at reasonable prices.
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JUDGES GIFTS (Justin) We need to create a package of gifts for each of the judges. Noted
that the starting point will be Titleholder Pins. We might possibly include Dog Tags.
Fantasy Video is interested in donating some items for the Judges Gifts. We need ELEVEN
sets of gifts. Tobin is donating out of pocket to cover costs of airfare & lodging for our
Emcee.

BOOTS FOR THE BOOTBLACKS (Justin) We definitely have 2 contestants for Bootblack so
we will definitely need 2 pairs of “before and after” boots. If we get any more bootblack
contestants, then we will need more pairs of boots.

TITLEHOLDER CONTRACTS - (Justin) We need to proof read the wording, and print them
up as Contracts. Gary offered to volunteer working with Justin on this.

FILLER PAGES FOR THE CONTEST PROGRAM (Justin) We will prepare list of major donors,
in case we need to fill up pages in the Program (since the printer we are using requires a
multiples of 4 pages).

STEP DOWN OF SOMEONE MISSED LAST YEAR (Justin) Pup from last year who was out on
health problem. We need to introduce him at the BBQ, possibly in the Contest Program,
and possibly at the OSL Contest.

CONTESTANT DOCUMENT PACKAGES - Justin has updated these forms online at our
website. Contestants have been contacting BLP showing interest in becoming candidates.
DEADLINES FOR CONTESTANT APPLICATIONS - Board members agreed to set the
deadline for receiving contestant applications at Friday, July 22rd at 11:59pm. That will
give sufficient time for Gary to run a background check with the State of Oregon or
Washington before announcing the contestant’s names to the public.

ROSE & THORN AWARDS -Gary received only one nomination via BLP’s email address.
Nominations opened on June 1st, and were shut down nominations on Friday July 15th at
11:59pm. The board will convene an Executive Session without any titleholders present to
select the winners in each of the categories. Gary will run a background search on the
award winners, and has sufficient time to order the engraved awards to be ready by the
Awards Brunch.

SUNDAY BRUNCH - (Justin) Nothing new to repot since everything was already confirmed
by Martha for holding this at the Marriott Courtyard near the Convention Center.
POSSIBLITY OF ADDITIONAL EVENT - Stormy got a green light from the OLP committee on
“Reclaiming Our Leather History” which will be held at Embers on Wednesday night.
Stormy will be leading that presentation.

AD SALES - We received several ad requests & payment in full quickly after we posted
sponsor information on our website. Each of the Titleholders have been reaching out to
interested merchants.

Mr. Friendly Project -- Team Friendly Training:

Cole asked David Watt to send us whatever free materials that he can send, so that we have
materials to pass out at either the Vulgarity for Charity event, or at Leather Vegas.

Google Groups in lieu of Yahoo Group

Justin & Stormy have begun to copy & move files and folders from YahooGroups over to
BLP’s GoogleGroups site.

Update on Bolivia Carmichael’s Family Feud game.
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Bolivia has been updated about our busy schedule in August. She understands that we will
keep each other informed as details unfold.

NEW BUSINESS:

Difficulties with our current Website Host & Web Management Software

Justin explained to the Board that there have been a number of complex problems
surfacing lately that are endemic to all organizations that have used GODADDY as their web
site provider who also rely on WORDPRESS software to build & manage their website.

The current mixture of Unix and Windows systems has blocked all groups from creating
additional web pages on GoDaddy sites who were using WordPress software! We can
modify any existing web page within our domain, but we cannot currently add a single
page.

Similar software conversion problems have blocked BLP from creating new web pages, and
also locked up our Calendars of events.

Some other attempts by GoDaddy’s tech support team under our current level of free tech
support has led to some other clients have even more webpages frozen, with no ability to
make an updates.

Justin noted that this frustration & problems are not unique to BLP, and have effected
nearly every GoDaddy client that also relied on using WordPress software.

Justin discussed that WordPress is the primary source of our problems, and is a free
software service. Some GoDaddy clients have switched to other web host providers, rather
than stay with WordPress and opting to upgrade to a next higher level of tech support.
Justin offered an alternative of totally switching away from the free tech support offered by
WordPress, and signing up with GoDaddy’s website hosting options. Justin noted that he
never had any problems with tech support from GoDaddy’s employees, and felt that
WordPress had simply gotten too unmanageable & unresponsive. GoDaddy is currently
offering a 3 years discounted price for switching BLP over to GoDaddy for web hosting &
web page updating software. Although it will require the converting of coding, Justin was
certain that GoDaddy has the experience, the staff and the time to be better at hosting our
website, than the low level of support we currently receive from WordPress. GoDaddy’s
current offer is $287 in a lump sum payment for a 36 month commitment for web hosting
& web design services. Justin noted that is a better price per month than what we have
been paying with WordPress.

GoDaddy also offered to give BLP a credit for the past month’s web hosting bill, since it was
a service that we never benefitted from.

After some additional discussions about the problems, Stormy made a motion to authorize
Justin to sign a 3 year contract with GoDaddy for managed web page hosting using
WordPress software for a total price not to exceed $300 which includes website hosting for
a maximum of 2 web domains (BLP and OLP) for the next 3 years. Tobin seconded the
motion. All of the other board members that were present voted in favor of approving the
minutes without any modifications. All of the Board Members were present for this
discussion. All of the board members voted in favor of this motion. There were no negative
votes and no abstentions. Therefore, the authorization for Justin to enter into a 3 year
contract with GoDaddy for a combined cost of up to $300 for managed web host has been
APPROVED.
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American Brotherhood Weekend update form Stormy
e Stormy gave the board a head’s up notice that she will be competing as a titleholder in the
American Brotherhood Weekend for the title of “American Leatherwoman.”

Stormy and Bill will not be able to attend board meeting on August 21st,
e Therefore BLP needs to re-schedule the AUGUST meeting to Sunday August 28t - Justin
will confirm with EMBERS staff on the scheduling calendar for their availability.

Last minute item that should have been introduced earlier at this Board meeting:

e Petal just remembered to request a reimbursement of $23 for out of pocket gasoline fuel
payments incurred by Petal for running around town in preparation for Vulgarity for
Charity, soliciting donation items for auction, and for meeting potential advertising
supporters of BLP.

e Bill made the motion to reimburse Petal for $23 to cover fuel expense in lieu of normal
board policy of having fuel & travel receipts in hand in order to get reimbursed. Justin
seconded the motion. All of the Board Members were present for this discussion. All of the
board members voted in favor of this motion. There were no negative votes and no
abstentions. Therefore, the authorization for Petal to be reimbursed $23 for out of pocket
fuel & travel expenses was APPROVED.
