TITLEHOLDERS REPORTS

All 4 titleholders were present, but no one had any activities to report.
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Rundown of Results from Oregon Leather Pride Week (August 4th thru 13th):

Justin walked through the calendar of events that were sponsored by BLP, discussing the
turnouts, and revenues & expenses associated with each event (for the most part, this was a
duplicate of what was already spelled out within the Treasurer’s Report).

Except for the barbecue and the new events, board members acknowledged that we had slightly
smaller attendances than when the same events were held last year. Justin noted this was no
surprise, in light of the discussions at the July 2017 board meeting, and the online conversations
on Facebook by some former titleholders in protest of how things were handled with respect to
the Mr. OSL sash at IML in Chicago.

BLP did not go into the red for any of the events we sponsored during OLP Week!

BLP is waiting to hear back from ISRC the details of how much was raised at the Leather & Lashes
event.

SPECIAL BUSINESS MATTERS:

Adding an Additional Person to the Board of Directors:

Justin made a motion increase the size of the BLP’s board of directors from 7 seats to 8 seats, as
well as nominating Lucky Ordaz (who just stepped down as Mr. Oregon State Leather 2016) to fill
this vacancy on our board of directors. Bill seconded the motion. All of the board members that
were present heartily endorsed this proposed addition to our board! A formal vote was cast on
this motion. All of the 5 board members that were present Justin, Gary, Bill, Stormy, and Jacob
voted in favor of this motion. There were no votes cast against the motion, and no abstentions.
The motion to increase the size of the board from 7 to 8 directors, and to appoint Lucky Ordaz to
fill this new vacancy on the board WAS APPROVED!

Gary noted that we currently have 6 board members in attendance, out of a total
of 8 board seats, and we still have a quorum for today’s meeting to continue.

Board members authorized a 15 minute break at 12:56pm, and resumed the business meeting at
1:11pm

OLD BUSINESS:

Update on Back Patches & Redesign of New Back Patches:

The back patches arrived in great shape and with plenty of time in advance of the contest night.

Everyone is pleased as punch with the new back patches that were produced by Shane of
Abraided Leather in Louisville, KY.

Update on Rose & Thorn Awards:

Gary was finally able to secure an itemized list of expenses, separating the cost of the Rose &
Thorn Awards from the cost of the Medallions from the Salem Trophy Company.

S50 each (5 inches in diameter circular with flat bottom of 2.75 inches) for the Plexiglas R&T
Awards, and $12 each for the black Medallions.
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Authorizing Final Wording of the new Contracts for 2017 Titleholders:

e Gary noted that at the July 2017 board meeting, there were lots of rewriting & adjustments
discussed about the new titleholder contracts for the 2017-2018 reign of incoming titleholders.
Gary felt that since there were so many changes made in order to synchronize words with other
parts of the contract, as well as reformatting various sections, and trying to cover all bases, that
it would be best if all of the board members present took another look at the draft that was
circulated to all board members & potential titleholders on August 25, 2017. . Gary summarized
the major changes of wording & reorganization that transpired after the July 2017 board

meeting.

e All of the board members present verified that they had read the new longer 7 page version,
and did not have any objections in accepting and authorizing its use for our new titleholders.
Titleholders who were attending the board meeting also acknowledged that they had read
the proposed contracts and did not see any objectionable nor questionable items.

e Justin made a motion to accept an authorize the use of the final draft of the 2017 Titleholder
Contracts that Gary circulated to board members on August 25, 2017. Stormy seconded the
motion.

e All of the 6 board members that were present Justin, Gary, Bill, Stormy, Jacob and Lucky voted in
favor of this motion. There were no votes cast against the motion, and no abstentions. The
motion to accept the new 7 page titleholder’s contract and to authorize its use with incoming
titleholders WAS APPROVED.

Micky arrived at the BLP board meeting at 1:20pm

Gary noted that we currently have 7 board members in attendance, out of a total
of 8 board seats, and we still have a quorum for today’s meeting to continue.

Scores Resulting from the 2017 Oregon State Leather Contests:
e Justin read out loud the final scores resulting from of all 5 contestants who competed at the
August 12, 2017 night of the Oregon State Leather Contests.
e Justin noted that the maximum score each contestant could earn was 6,000 points, and that
minimum score needed for someone to be declared as a winner had to be in excess of 4,200.
Candidate #1 for Mr. Oregon State Leather = 5,311
Candidate #2 for Mr. Oregon State Leather = 4,222
Candidate for Ms. Oregon State Leather = 4,809
Candidate for Oregon State Bootblack = 5,341
Candidate for Oregon State Puppy = 4,386

Update from ISRC on the Leather & Lashes Event:
e Terrikia informed that board that Don Hood from ISRC just emailed the results from the Leather
& Lashes event. $273.70 was raised at the Leather & Lashes event, which will be remitted to the
Q Center, to cover upcoming rent payments required of the Equi Institute. Since the Equi
Institute is a nonprofit, but not organized as a 501-c-3 status, a decision was made to use the
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funds to defray Equi’s out of pocket costs, without jeopardizing either BLP’s or ISRC’s 501-c-3
status. Since the Equi Institute rents space from the Q Center, and the Q Center is chartered at
as 501-c-3, we can route the payments to them, reducing Equi’s out of pocket cash flow, and
accomplishing the same net effect as raising funds for Equi.

NEW BUSINESS:

Walking through the Ttitleholder’s Contract, with our Four New Titleholders.

e Justin led both the board members and our new titleholders in a line by line reading & discussion
of our new Titleholder’s Contract for 2017.

e Board members address all questions & concerns that were raised in order to make sure that
each titleholder fully understood all of the required appearances, duties, and timetables for
performance. And that our new titleholders fully understand that if they skip a required
appearance, skip on of their duties, or skip any of their time sensitive events, that can be
deposed and stripped of their titles. Titleholders were also asked if they had any questions about
the procedures for appealing any attempts to strip them of their titles. Titleholders were also
asked if they had any questions about the fact that the sash, medallion and backpatch can be
recalled, if they breach any of the terms of this contract.

Jacob had to leave the board meeting at 1:53pm in order to get to work.

Gary noted that we currently have 6 board members in attendance, out of a total
of 8 board seats, and we still have a quorum for today’s meeting to continue.

Board members authorized a quick break at 2pm, and resumed the business meeting at 2:13pm
Terrika left the board meeting during the break.

e Both board members & titleholders continued to read through & discuss all of the element
across the 7 pages of the new contracts.

Lucky had to leave the board meeting at 2:19pm in order to get to work.

Gary noted that we currently have 5 board members in attendance, out of a total
of 8 board seats, and we still have a quorum for today’s meeting to continue.

Sean left the board meeting at 2:19pm

e ALL four of the titleholders present are comfortable with the Titleholder’s Contract & Agreement
and offered to sign their respective contracts.

e ALL four of the new 2017 contracts were signed by their respective titleholders and therefore
those four documents now need to be countersigned by BLP’s 4 executive officers: Justin as
President; Stormy as Vice President, Bill and Treasurer and Gary as Secretary.
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e ALL four of the contracts were fully signed & dated by each of the four titleholders, and were all
countersigned by all of the four executive officers.

e Gary noted that he will be scanning all of the four signed & countersigned contracts. He will send
a PDF version of each contract to each of the titleholders, and will also deposit a PDF into the
Google official files for BLP.

CONGRATULATIONS to our new titleholder holders for their patience with us, as
we all reviewed this complex and lengthy legal document!
